5. Meet financial obligations on or before their deadline:

b. $450 Chapter Dues by Sept 20 

c. $225 Initiation Fee by October 15 

6. Join and become active in at least one other extracurricular (activity, club, or team) prior to initiation.  

7. Acknowledge your understanding of the expectations of membership, the standards of acceptable behavior, the values of the Chapter and of the Fraternity, and the goals of the Chapter.  

8. Acknowledge that Chi Phi is a lifelong commitment.  

9. Successfully complete (80%) the quiz Chi Phi history/heritage and Chapter operations (study guide distributed in week 2).  

10. Successfully organize and participate in a community service project.
